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Solving Inequalities (One-Step)

Reminder: When solving inequalities, you have to reverse the direction of the inequality sigh
whenever you:

e Swap the positions of the left side of the inequality with the right side of the inequality.
Example: 4 <x —>x >4

e Multiply or divide both sides of the inequality by a negative number.
Example: -2y >8 —y < —4
